Hats dislodged whilst competing will result in elimination
from that class.

NOTE: This hat rule applies anywhere on the show ground.

4. Tests may be commanded.

5. Judged under BD Rules. Correct riding dress and tack must be worn: i.e. snaffle C Z >_” —” _ _I _>l_lm D D m mm m>o m

bridles with one noseband (cavesson, drop or flash). Double bridles may be used for

the Elementary/Medium Test. English type saddle. No martingale, side, draw, bearing O O Z U ml_l — I_I_ O Z
or running reins or Market Harborough permitted. No blinkers, hoods, neck straps,

breastplates, cruppers and bit guards (smooth rubber only) are permitted. These

restrictions apply whilst riders are competing and warming up. Competitors only are
permitted to ride the horse.

6. Competitors must be ready to ride their test up to 10 minutes before the allotted &
time.

7. No entry fees will be refunded after the closing date.
